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MEETING ICEBREAKER: What city am I?
DIRECTIONS: For this classic icebreaker, have as many 3"x5" cards as you’ll have people at your meeting, and 
write a famous city on each card—Paris, Rome, New York and so on. As each person arrives, a card gets 
taped to his or her back (without seeing what’s written on it). People circulate the room asking questions 
that can be answered only with a “yes” or “no,” gaining clues that will help them figure out the name  
of the city on their back. Give people five minutes to finish up the activity before you move to your  
meeting’s next agenda item. 

You can use names of famous people instead, or customize it for your Kaiser Permanente audience by 
using facility names or medical center departments.
