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Watch Your Step

Help your teammates avoid slips, trips, and falls by encouraging them to identify and
eliminate commmon hazards in their path of travel. Urge them to maintain a “circle of safety”
of 3 to 5 feet that is free of risks such as clutter, unsecured cords, poor lighting, and
uneven surfaces. Read on to find more ways to protect yourself and your co-workers.

Be aware of your circle Don’t text and walk at Wear appropriate
of safety (3-5 feet) the same time shoes
Watch out for these hazards: ~Stay safe by:
» Clutter » Holding the handrails
» Poor lighting on stairs
» Unsecured cords » Keeping one hand free
» Spills
